INTRODUCTION 
Lent begins with a solemn call to fasting and repentance as we begin our journey to the 
baptismal waters of Easter. As we hear in today’s readings, now is the acceptable time to 
return to the Lord. During Lent the people of God will reflect on the meaning of their baptism 
into Christ’s death and resurrection. The sign of ashes suggests our human mortality and 
frailty. What seems like an ending is really an invitation to make each day a new beginning, 
in which we are washed in God’s mercy and forgiveness. With the cross on our brow, we 
long for the spiritual renewal that flows from the springtime Easter feast to come. 
 
CONFESSION AND FORGIVENESS 
Brothers and sisters: God created us to experience joy in communion with him, to 
love all humanity, and to live in harmony with all of his creation. But sin separates us 
from God, our neighbors, and creation, and so we do not enjoy the life our Creator 
intended for us. Also, by our sin we grieve our Father, who does not desire us to 
come under his judgment, but to turn to him and live. 
 
As disciples of the Lord Jesus we are called to struggle against everything that leads 
us away from love of God and neighbor. Repentance, fasting, prayer, and works of 
love—the discipline of Lent—help us to wage our spiritual warfare. I invite you, 
therefore, to commit yourselves to this struggle and confess your sins, asking our 
Father for strength to persevere in your Lenten discipline. 

 
Silence for reflection and self-examination. 

 
Most holy and merciful Father: 
We confess to you and to one another, and to the whole communion of saints 
in heaven and on earth, that we have sinned by our own fault in thought, word, 
and deed; by what we have done, and by what we have left undone. 



We have not loved you with our whole heart, and mind, and strength. We have not 
loved our neighbors as ourselves. We have not forgiven others, as we have been 
forgiven. 
Have mercy on us, Lord. 
 
We have been deaf to your call to serve as Christ served us. We have not been true 
to the mind of Christ. We have grieved your Holy Spirit. 
Have mercy on us, Lord. 
 
We confess to you, Lord, all our past unfaithfulness. The pride, hypocrisy, and 
impatience in our lives, 
we confess to you, Lord. 
 
Our self-indulgent appetites and ways, and our exploitation of other people, 
we confess to you, Lord. 
 
Our anger at our own frustration, and our envy of those more fortunate than 
ourselves, 
we confess to you, Lord. 
 
Our intemperate love of worldly goods and comforts, and our dishonesty in daily life 
and work, 
we confess to you, Lord. 
 
Our neglect in prayer and worship, and our failure to commend the faith that is in us, 
we confess to you, Lord. 
 
Accept our repentance, Lord, for the wrongs we have done. For our blindness to 
human need and suffering, and our indifference to injustice and cruelty, 
accept our repentance, Lord. 
 
For all false judgments, for uncharitable thoughts toward our neighbors, and for our 
prejudice and contempt toward those who differ from us, 
accept our repentance, Lord. 
 
For our waste and pollution of your creation, and our lack of concern for those who 
come after us, 
accept our repentance, Lord.

FIRST READING                                               Joel 2:1-2, 12-17   
1Blow the trumpet in Zion; sound the alarm on my holy mountain! Let all the 
inhabitants of the land tremble, for the day of the LORD is coming, it is near 2a day of 
darkness and gloom, a day of clouds and thick darkness! Like blackness spread 
upon the mountains a great and powerful army comes; their like has never been 
from of old, nor will be again after them in ages to come.  
 



12Yet even now, says the LORD, return to me with all your heart, with fasting, with 
weeping, and with mourning; 13rend your hearts and not your clothing. Return to 
the LORD, your God, for he is gracious and merciful, slow to anger, and abounding in 
steadfast love, and relents from punishing. 14Who knows whether he will not turn and 
relent, and leave a blessing behind him, a grain offering and a drink offering for 
the LORD, your God?

Chapter 5 

21For our sake he made 
him to be sin who knew no sin, so that in him we might become the righteousness of 
God. 
Chapter 6 
As we work together with him, we urge you also not to accept the grace of God in 
vain. 2For he says, "At an acceptable time I have listened to you, and on a day of 
salvation I have helped you." See, now is the acceptable time; see, now is the day of 
salvation! 3We are putting no obstacle in anyone's way, so that no fault may be 
found with our ministry, 4but as servants of God we have commended ourselves in

GOSPEL: Matthew 6:1-6, 16-21 
The Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew, the sixth Chapter. Glory to you, O Lord. 
[Jesus said to the disciples:] 1“Beware of practicing your piety before others in order 
to be seen by them; for then you have no reward from your Father in heaven. 
  2“So whenever you give alms, do not sound a trumpet before you, as the 
hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, so that they may be praised by 
others. Truly I tell you, they have received their reward. 3But when you give alms, do 
not let your left hand know what your right hand is doing, 4so that your alms may be 
done in secret; and your Father who sees in secret will reward you.
